ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On December 20, 2004, in order to facilitate the Commission's consideration and determination of this case, the Commission directed its Staff to file certain Scenarios involving fuel model runs using certain specified, unhedged natural gas prices per MMBtu.  In addition to requiring its Staff to file these Scenarios, the Order provided that other parties might do so as well, at their option.  The deadline for the Scenarios was set as December 30.  

On December 21, Empire moved for an extension of time until January 10, 2005.  All of the other parties have indicated that they have no objection to this extension and the Commission shall therefore grant it.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall, not later than 4:00 p.m. on Monday, January 10, 2005, file its pleading containing the information requested above.  

2. That other parties may file similar scenarios by the same deadline.  

3. That the previous deadline of December 30, 2004, need not be observed.  

4. That this order will become effective on December 29, 2004.
