ORDER SUSPENDING PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

AND DIRECTING FILING

On August 30, 2004, with the express permission of all parties, the Staff of the Commission in chambers requested that the Procedural Schedule be suspended pending the imminent filing of a Stipulation and Agreement resolving all disputed issues. 2. That Staff shall file a Status Report on or before September 13, 2004, if a Stipulation and Agreement has not been filed in this case by that date.  

3. That this order shall become effective on August 30, 2004.
