FIRST QUARTERLY STATUS REPORT

OF WORLDCOM, INC., AND ITS U.S. SUBSIDIARIES

WorldCom, Inc., and its United States subsidiaries
 that provide telecommunications service in the state of Missouri (collectively WCom) file their first joint quarterly status report as required by the Order Establishing Case of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) issued on August 15, 2002, in the above styled and numbered docket.

I.  Current Status of Bankruptcy Case


The current status of the WCom bankruptcy case is set out in the attached Exhibit A, Narrative Of Selected Activity Before The Bankruptcy Court, and Exhibit B, List of selected filings in the WorldCom Chapter 11 Case Number 02-13533, In re WORLDCOM, INC., et al., United States Bankruptcy Court Southern District Of New York.  As the narrative notes in greater detail, the Bankruptcy Court’s Order on the Utilities Motion generally provides adequate assurance of payment to all vendors providing telephone or telecommunications services to WCom.  The Bankruptcy Court issued on August 19, 2002, the Order addressing WCom’s Regulatory Motion.  WCom is authorized, in its sole discretion, to pay all pre-petition sales and use taxes and regulatory fees, including all those subsequently determined upon audit to be owed, for periods prior to the bankruptcy commencement date, to taxing or regulatory authorities.  Other telephone corporations providing service in Missouri should be unaffected by WCom’s filing of Chapter 11 bankruptcy on a post-petition basis.

II.  Impact on Customers 


WCom intends that the bankruptcy filing have no impact on Missouri customers and to date the bankruptcy has not disrupted service to its customers in Missouri.  WCom network, sales and customer service operations continue as before.  WCom is providing high quality service at competitive prices to customers and will continue to do so.  

As WorldCom’s new President and Chief Executive Officer, John Sidgmore, told the U.S. House of Representatives’ Committee on Financial Services on Monday, July 8, 2002, “WorldCom is honored by the faith and trust placed in us by our customers, large and small, public and private.  We intend to keep their business by providing them with unsurpassed quality and value.”  

More specifically, WCom is committed to fulfilling its role in building a competitive marketplace in Missouri and around the country.  WCom will continue providing all of its local and long distance residential services, including the innovative all-distance residential service, “The Neighborhood.”  WCom will continue serving business customers in meeting their local, long distance and other communications needs. The senior management of WorldCom is actively engaged in the effort to retain business and government customers.   WCom also will continue to be an active participant in the development of sound, pro-competitive public policy.

Operations at WorldCom continue at full speed despite the challenges that it confronts.  WorldCom is communicating closely with its lenders to secure replacement lines of credit.  WorldCom has announced plans to sell non-core assets and is taking other steps to trim expenses and raise capital in order to assure its financial soundness.  WCom is committed to returning the company to its sound footing and firmly believes that it will succeed in that effort.


As Mr. Sidgmore has also said, WorldCom is committed to being straight with public officials, with its customers and with the public at large.  WorldCom has acted forthrightly throughout this recent crisis; it was WorldCom’s internal audit staff that discovered the accounting misallocations, and it was WorldCom itself that reported the matter to federal officials.  Since then, WorldCom has fully cooperated with the Securities Exchange Commission, the U.S. Department of Justice and with the Congress and will continue to do so.  

WorldCom is doing all that it can to regain the public’s and the Commission’s trust, and to rebuild the value of the company.  WCom will continue to provide its high-quality, high-value services to its customers throughout this period of crisis.  

III.  Conclusion


WCom appreciates the opportunity to provide the Commission this important information.  It is available to respond to any Commission questions or request for information to the best of its ability.  WCom intends to continue providing service in Missouri of unsurpassed quality and value and is committed to fulfilling its role in the competitive marketplace in Missouri.

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EXHIBIT A

NARRATIVE OF SELECTED ACTIVITY

BEFORE THE BANKRUPTCY COURT
WorldCom, Inc. (WCom), and substantially all of its active U.S. subsidiaries filed voluntary petitions for reorganization under Chapter 11 of the U.S. Bankruptcy Code in the United States Bankruptcy Court for the Southern District of New York on July 21, 2002.  Chapter 11 allows a company to continue operating in the ordinary course of business and to maximize recovery for the company’s stakeholders.  The filings will enable the company to continue to conduct business as usual while it develops a reorganization plan. 

The Bankruptcy Court has ruled on two filings of critical import to the continued provision of service to WCom end users: (1) the Motion for Authorization to Provide Adequate Assurances to Utility Companies (the Utilities Motion) (Docket Entry No. 7 for the motion and Docket Entry No. 640 for the order) and (2) the Motion of the Debtors for (i) Authorization to Pay Prepetition Sales and Use Taxes and Regulatory Fees and (ii) Directing Financial Institutions to Honor and Process Checks and Transfers Related to Prepetition Sales and Use Taxes and Regulatory Fees (the Regulatory Motion) (Docket Entries No. 8 for the motion and Docket No. 690 for the order).

Issued on August 19, 2002, was the Order addressing WCom’s Regulatory Motion.  WCom is authorized, in its sole discretion, to pay all prepetition sales and use taxes and regulatory fees, including all those subsequently determined upon audit to be owed, for periods prior to the bankruptcy commencement date, to taxing or regulatory authorities.  The taxes and fees payable pursuant to the Order include certain regulatory fees established by statute or regulation promulgated by the Federal Communications Commission including, but not limited to Universal Service Fund contributions, Telecommunications Relay Service (TRS) contributions, North American Numbering Plan contributions, Local Number Portability database support, and regulatory fees set forth under Section 8 and 9 of the Federal Communications Act, 47 U.S.C. §§ 158 and 159, for which WCom reserved the right to seek a waiver of payment.  Banks are authorized, when WCom requests in its sole discretion, to receive, process, honor, and pay any and all checks or electronic transfers drawn on WCom accounts to pay the sales and use taxes and regulatory fees, whether those checks were presented prior to or after the bankruptcy commencement date. 

The August 14, 2002, Order on the Utilities Motion generally provides all vendors that provide telephone or telecommunications to WCom adequate assurance of payment.  WCom is required to pay on a timely basis, in accordance with applicable contracts and tariffs, all undisputed invoices with respect to postpetition telecom services rendered by the vendors.  WCom and the vendors must negotiate in good faith to establish an expedited dispute resolution procedure for any disputes involving postpetition invoices.  In the event of a payment default for postpetition telecom services and if payment of the undisputed portion is not made within three business days, the vendor may seek: (i) by order to show cause, an order requiring immediate payment or such other relief as is appropriate; or (ii) appropriate action under any applicable tariff or regulation, provided, however, that such action is without prejudice to the Wcom’s right to seek injunctive relief from the Court.  WCom also must provide each vendor that has executed an appropriate confidentiality agreement, a weekly report setting forth WCom’s unrestricted cash.  

Vendors have the right to petition for reconsideration of the Order upon a material and adverse change with respect to, including but not limited to, WCom’s “administrative solvency,” liquidity or other financial condition, or with respect to the volume and/or types of service a vendor is providing WCom and to seek an order requiring WCom, among other things, to provide deposits or letters of credit, or prepay for future telecom services.

WorldCom and the vendors that are both creditors to, and debtors of, WorldCom, must negotiate to establish procedures for the mutual setoff of payments for prepetition services and for the mutual setoff of payments for postpetition services.  However, the Order does not grant any vendor the right to setoff postpetition amounts owed to WCom against prepetition amounts the vendor is owed by WorldCom or to eliminate the requirement of mutuality in order to assert a right of setoff.
Lastly, pursuant to the Utilities Motion Order, to the extent termination of services to WorldCom’s customers in necessary, WorldCom must comply with all applicable regulatory requirements, including, but not limited to, timely service of notices to customers consistent with 47 U.S.C. § 214.
