ORDER APPROVING TARIFF

On October 16, 2003, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed its Motion to Suspend directed at certain proposed sheets issued on September 30, 2003, by Southern Missouri Gas Company, L.P.  The proposed sheets, bearing an effective date of October 30, 2003, authorized a Supply Coordination and Delivery Service and included provisions relating to released capacity revenues and off‑system sales.  Staff advised the Commission to suspend the proposed sheets in order to permit further investigation.  Staff suggested that the proposed new service is identical to one previously found by this Commission to violate Southern Missouri's tariffs in Case No. GR‑2001‑388.

Due to the short interval remaining before the effective date of the proposed sheets, the Commission on October 21 directed Southern Missouri to file its response to Staff's motion, if any, by Noon on October 22.  However, also on October 21, Southern Missouri by letter extended the effective date of the proposed sheets until November 30, 2003, and moved for an extension of time within which to respond to Staff's motion.  The Commission granted the motion on October 22.

On November 21, Southern Missouri filed substitute sheets, bearing an effective date of December 21, 2003, and a motion for expedited treatment.  Therein, Southern Missouri explains that the substitute sheets represent the results of negotiations with Staff in which all of the areas of disagreement have been resolved.  Consequently, the substitute sheets contain language that Staff approves, Southern Missouri states.  Also, Southern Missouri asserts that "[t]he Supply Coordination and Delivery Service is intended by SMGC to be available for use by two industrial customers when their existing internal transport contracts are terminated by December 16, 2003, pursuant to the terms of the Commis​sion's Order Approving Stipulation and Agreement in Case No. GC‑2004‑0314 (issued on November 6, 2003)."  For these reasons, Southern Missouri requests that the Commission approve the substitute sheets for service rendered on and after December 12, 2003.

Southern Missouri made an additional substitution on December 1.

Staff filed its Memorandum and Recommendation on December 5.  Staff states that it has reviewed the substitute sheets and that its previous concerns, reflected in its Motion to Suspend of October 16, have been resolved.  The substitute sheets specify how Southern Missouri will account for capacity release revenues and off-system sales through the Purchased Gas Adjustment Clause.  Staff further states that Southern Missouri has shown good cause such that the substitute sheets may be approved on less than 30 days' notice.  Staff advises the Commission to approve the substitute sheets, effective December 12.

The Commission has reviewed the substitute sheets and the pleadings filed by the parties.  The Commission finds that Southern Missouri has shown good cause such that the substitute sheets should be approved on less than 30 days' notice.  The Commission will approve the substitute sheets for service rendered on and after December 12, 2003. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the proposed tariff sheets filed by Southern Missouri Gas Company on September 30, 2003, and assigned Tariff File No. JG‑2004‑0452, are approved as substituted on November 21, 2003, and December 1, 2003, for service rendered on and after December 12, 2003.  The specific sheets approved are:
