ORDER CONSOLIDATING CASES

On October 1, 2003, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed its Notice of Excessive Earnings Complaint, advising the Commission that it intends to file an over-earnings complaint against Missouri-American Water Company pursuant to the authority granted by the Commission in the Suspension Order and Notice issued on May 29, 2003, in Case No. WR-2003-0500, Missouri-American's general rate case.  That rate case is still pending and it is appropriate that proceedings on Staff's allegation of excess earnings take place within the context of Case No. WR-2003-0500.  In particular, this consolidation will obviate any need for voluminous testimony to be filed in each case.  Therefore, the Commission will consolidate the two cases for all purposes.  Case No. WR‑2003-0500 will be the lead case and its caption will remain unchanged.  Staff will file its over-earnings complaint in Case No. WR-2003-0500 and all proceedings on that complaint shall occur within Case No. WR-2003-0500.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That Case No. WR-2003-0500 and Case No. WC-2004-0168 are hereby consolidated for all purposes.  Case No. WR-2003-0500 shall be the lead case and its style shall remain unchanged.

2. That this order shall become effective on October 2, 2003.
