ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On October 26, 2004, the Commission issued its Report and Order in this matter, approving the proposed transfer with certain conditions.  Thereafter, on October 15, 2004, Union Electric Company, doing business as AmerenUE, and the Office of the Public Counsel each timely filed an application for rehearing.  On the tenth day thereafter, as permitted by the Commission’s rules, Ameren filed a response to Public Counsel’s application for rehearing.  Likewise, Public Counsel and the MIEC filed responses to Ameren’s application for rehearing.  The Commission’s Staff did not file a response to either application for rehearing, but rather filed a “Notice” advising the Commission that it would not respond unless directed to do so.  

The Commission necessarily depends on its Staff to review pleadings filed by other parties and to provide legal and technical commentary and recommendations.  Therefore, the Commission will direct its Staff to respond to the applications for rehearing filed herein.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall, not later than 4:00 p.m. on Friday, November 5, 2004, file its response to the applications for rehearing filed herein on October 15, 2004, by Union Electric Company, doing business as AmerenUE, and the Office of the Public Counsel.  Staff’s response shall include (1) legal analysis, commentary and recommendations by the General Counsel’s Office regarding the legal positions and theories asserted in the applications for rehearing referred to above and (2) technical analysis, commentary and recommendations by Staff’s subject matter experts regarding the technical positions and theories asserted in the applications for rehearing referred to above. 

2. That this order shall become effective on October 27, 2004.
