ORDER DIRECTING FILING
AND SHORTENING TIME TO RESPOND
On February 17, 2005, Southern Missouri Gas Company, L.P. ("SMG") filed its proposed tariff sheet, setting new factors for its Purchased Gas Adjustment rate, with an effective date of March 4, 2005.  At the same time, SMG also filed its Motion for Expedited Treatment of Tariffs, requesting that the Commission approve the proposed sheet for service rendered on and after March 1, 2005.  SMG states that such expedited approval would permit the new rate to take effect at the inception of its March billing cycle, resulting in a more orderly transition.

That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall, not later than 4:00 p.m. on Tuesday, February 22, 2005, file its Memorandum and Recommendation with respect to 17th Revised Sheet No. 27, Mo. P.S.C. No. 1, filed on February 17, 2005, by Southern Missouri Gas Company, L.P., and assigned Tracking No. JG-2005-0622.
3. That this order will become effective on February 18, 2005.
