ORDER DIRECTING FILING
On July 7, 2003, Cleveland Hardy filed a complaint with the Missouri Public Service Commission against Missouri Gas Energy.  MGE filed its answer on July 28, 2003.  The Commission convened a prehearing conference on October 16.  All parties were present and significant progress was made toward settling this matter without the need for an evidentiary hearing.  The parties suggest a further interval to pursue settlement negotiations would be useful.

For this reason, the Commission will relieve the parties of the requirement to prepare and file a proposed procedural schedule.  The Commission will direct its Staff to file monthly Status Reports.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the parties need not file a Proposed Procedural Schedule by October 23, 2003, as previously ordered herein.

2. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall prepare and file a Status Report each month advising the Commission as to the progress, or lack thereof, of the settlement negotiations of the parties.

3. That this order will become effective on October 22, 2003.
