ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On February 18, 2005, Computer Network Technology Corporation ("CNT") filed its Application for authority to enter into a merger and transfer of control transaction with Condor Acquisition, Inc., and McDATA Corporation.  CNT is a Minnesota corporation in good standing that is duly authorized to operate in Missouri.  CNT is certificated by this Commission to provide interexchange and non-switched local telecommunications services.  Condor, a subsidiary of McDATA formed solely for the purposes of this transaction, will acquire and merge into CNT, leaving CNT as the surviving subsidiary of McDATA.  CNT's Missouri operations and customers will be unaffected.  

The Commission would be aided in this matter by a recom​mendation from its Staff.  Therefore, the Commission will direct its Staff to file either a recommendation or a report indicating when it expects to file a recommendation as set out below.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file its recommendation, or a report indicating when it expects to file a recommendation, no later than March 24, 2005.
That this order shall become effective on February 24, 2005.
