NOTICE CLOSING CASE

On November 7, 2003, Gascosage Electric Cooperative and Three Rivers Electric Cooperative filed their Joint Application seeking approval of their territorial agree​ment.  The agreement sets out their exclusive service areas for new structures in Camden, Cole, Franklin, Gasconade, Maries, Miller, Moniteau, Osage, Phelps, and Pulaski Counties, Missouri.  

On November 14, the Commission issued its Order Directing Notice, requiring the Joint Applicants to provide notice of the proposed agreement to their respective customers.  The Commission also directed notice to the County Commission, representa​tives in the General Assembly and media of each of ten affected counties.

On December 5, a prehearing conference was convened.  The intervention application of AmerenUE, filed on December 4, was granted at the prehearing conference. 

On January 5, 2004, the Joint Applicants filed their Notice of Withdrawal/Request for Dismissal, stating that discussions with Intervenor AmerenUE are ongoing and that the Joint Application would be re-filed when those were completed.  

Leave of the Commission is not necessary to dismiss a case in which no testimony has been filed nor evidence offered.  This is such a case and the Joint Applicants' Notice is thus sufficient.  Therefore, this case may now be closed.
