JOINT MOTION TO RECONSIDER, IN PART,

COMMISSION’S ORDER DENYING MOTION TO REJECT TARIFF,

DIRECTING FILING OF SUBSTITUTE SHEETS, AND CONSOLIDATING CASES


COMES NOW, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and Aquila, Inc. d/b/a Aquila Networks - L&P and Aquila Networks - MPS (Aquila), and, for their Joint Motion to Reconsider Commission’s Order Denying Motion to Reject Tariff, Directing Filing of Substitute Sheets and Consolidating Cases, respectfully state as follows to the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Commission”):


1.
The Staff filed a Motion to Reject Tariff or, in the Alternative, Suspend Tariff and Motion For Expedited Treatment (Motion).  The Motion challenged Aquila’s filed tariffs to the extent they exceeded the provisions found in the Experimental School Transportation Program, Section 393.310 RSMo 2002. .


2.
In its response, Aquila indicated that the tariffs were designed to address the impending expiration of the Company’s small volume aggregation program for the Aquila Networks - MPS system (the “small volume issues”), the recent statutory requirement for an aggregation program for schools (the “school aggregation issues”), and the proposed September 1, 2002 adoption of daily scheduling and balancing by Williams Pipeline-Central (the “large volume issues”).


3.
After further discussion between Aquila and the Staff, the Staff now believes that it can address the school aggregation issues and the small volume issues in this docket without prejudicing its ability to move forward in the time allowed by statute and the resulting proposed procedural schedule.  Staff will provide an analysis of the tariffs that apply to the provisions of Section 393.310 RSMo 2002 and provide a separate analysis of the tariffs pertaining to other small volume service customers.  In order to proceed with the case, Staff and Aquila have agreed that if the Commission reconsiders its Order in the fashion requested by the Staff and Aquila then:


a)
Aquila will file substitute tariff sheets to remove the large volume issues from this case
 with an effective date of November 1, 2002, will specifically cite compliance with Section 393.190, RSMo in the purpose section of its tariffs; and, 


b)
Staff, thereafter, will withdraw its Motion to Reject Tariff.


4.
Therefore, the Staff and Aquila request that the Commission reconsider its earlier Order and, thereafter, take the Staff’s Motion to Reject Tariff under advisement until such time as the Staff either withdraws its Motion or notifies the Commission that a ruling is necessary.


5.
Counsel for the Office of the Public Counsel and the Missouri School Boards’ Association have stated that their clients have no objection to a grant of this motion.


WHEREFORE, the Staff and Aquila respectfully request that the Commission:


1)
Reconsider those parts of its Order Denying Motion to Reject Tariff, Directing Filing of Substitute Sheets and Consolidating Cases (the “Order”) which deny the Staff’s Motion to Reject and which direct Aquila to file substitute pages removing any provisions of the filed tariffs addressing the expiration of the small volume aggregation tariff of Aquila and the daily scheduling and balancing of Williams Pipeline-Central;


2)
Issue its Order stating that it will take the Staff’s Motion to Reject Tariff under advisement until such time as the Staff either withdraws its Motion or notifies the Commission that a ruling is necessary; and, 


3)
Grant such further orders as may be consistent with the foregoing.
