ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On July 14, 2004, Southern Union Company, doing business as Missouri Gas Energy (MGE), filed its application seeking authority to acquire from Enron Corporation as much as 50 percent of CrossCountry Energy, LLC, a holding company that owns some or all of Transwestern Pipeline Company, Citrus Corporation, and Northern Plains Natural Gas Company.  CrossCountry owns interests in a network of 9,900 miles of natural gas transmission pipelines serving customers in 17 states, excluding Missouri.  The purchase would make Southern Union one of the five largest pipeline operators in the country.  The transaction involves an auction that is being conducted by the United States Bankruptcy Court.  

The Commission approved MGE’s application on August 31, 2004.  The auction, so the record shows, was scheduled for September 1, 2004.  Therefore, the Commission will direct the parties to report on the status of the approved transaction and to advise it as to whether or not this case may now be closed.   

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission, in cooperation with the other parties herein, shall file its Memorandum and Recommendation as described above not later than 4:00 p.m. on Friday, November 19, 2004.  

2. That this Order shall become effective on November 5, 2004.
