ORDER DIRECTING FILING

In Case No. XM-2005-0105, Network US, Inc., doing business as CA Affinity, on October 15, 2004, filed its Application seeking approval of its acquisition of the assets and customers of ConnectAmerica, Inc.  Network US supplemented its Application on October 19.  On December 28, the Commission directed its Staff to file its Memorandum and Recom​mendation on January 28, 2005.  Instead, on January 27, Network US filed a tariff.  After several extensions, that tariff is now designated to become effective on April 4.  The underlying acquisition has never yet been approved.  
In Case No. XM-2005-0124, on November 30, 2004, the Commission granted the application of Network US and Motion Telecom, Inc., to transfer Motion's assets and customer base to Network US.  That Order also required Network US to file appropriate revised tariffs no later than December 20, 2004.  Network US eventually filed the tariffs on January 27.  They are the same tariffs that are now pending in Case No. XM-2005-0105.  

Staff has repeatedly sought extensions of the deadline for filing its Memorandum and Recommendation in Case No. XM-2005-0105 as the tariffs filed in January by Network US have been extended.  Staff promises to file its pleading not later than the seventh business day prior to the effective date of the tariffs.  

The Commission will grant Staff's request for an extension.  Staff is reminded that its Memorandum and Recommendation must address the transfer that is the subject of Case No. XM-2005-0105 as well as the tariffs that have figured in both cases.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall, not later than the seventh business day prior to the effective date of the tariffs designated by tariff tracking number YX-2005-0554, file its Memorandum and Recommenda​tion as discussed above.  

2. That this order shall become effective on March 17, 2005.
