ORDER AND NOTICE, AND ORDER

SETTING PREHEARING CONFERENCE

AND REQUIRING PROPOSED PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

On September 29, 2003, the City of Hannibal, Missouri, and Public Water Supply District No. 1 of Ralls County, Missouri, filed their Joint Application for Approval of Water Service Area Territorial Agreements.  The Joint Application states that Hannibal is a third class city that provides water service to its citizens through its municipal waterworks.  PWSD No. 1 is a political subdivision of the state of Missouri that provides drinking water at retail and wholesale to customers in Ralls and Pike Counties, Missouri.  The Joint Applicants have entered into three water service territorial agreements relating to three small tracts located in Marion County, Missouri.  The three tracts, which are all commercially developed, are occupied by the Perry State Bank, the Quality Inn Suites Motel and United Industries Credit Union.  
The Commission finds that proper persons should be allowed 30 days from the issuance of this order to file a motion for hearing or an application to intervene.  Therefore, the Commission's Data Center shall provide notice of the Joint Application to the County Commission of Marion County, Missouri.   The Commission's Public Information Officer shall provide notice of this Application to the members of the General Assembly representing Marion County and to the news​papers and other media that serve Marion County, Missouri.  Finally, the Joint Applicants shall provide notice to each affected customer and file proof thereof in this case.  

In view of the statutory requirement that cases of this nature be concluded within 120 days of filing, a prehearing conference and procedural schedule are appropriate to ensure its prompt resolution.  The parties shall jointly file a proposed procedural schedule.  The proposed procedural schedule shall establish dates for the pre-filing of testimony according to Commission rule, as well as establish dates for the hearing of this matter.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That any party wishing to request a hearing or to intervene herein shall file an applica​tion no later than October 30, 2003, with:

That the Joint Applicants shall provide notice to each affected customer and file proof thereof in this case.

That a prehearing conference shall be held on November 13, 2003, beginning at 10:00 a.m.  The prehearing will be held at the Commis​sion’s offices in the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri, Room 305, a building that meets the accessibility standards required by the Americans with Disabilities Act.
