ORDER DIRECTING FILING AND SETTING ORAL ARGUMENTS

The Commission has pending before it a motion to update Attachment 17 (Performance Remedy Plan) of the Missouri 271 Interconnection Agreement (M2A).  To facilitate resolution of this matter, the Commission will direct the parties to each file a status report on the effect of any significant changes in federal or state law which have occurred since the filing of the motion.  The report should also include the status of the pending related matters at the Texas Public Utility Commission and state whether any similar updates in Arkansas, Kansas, and Oklahoma have been adopted.

The Commission will also direct the parties to each file a proposed order setting out all the necessary findings and conclusions and citing to all relevant authority that would resolve the issues in favor of that party’s position.  Parties may collaborate in or concur with another party’s proposal.  In addition, the Commission will set the matter for oral arguments as directed below.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than May 16, 2003, the parties shall each file a status report regarding the effect of any changes in law and a proposed order regarding the motion to amend the Missouri 271 Interconnection Agreement.

2. That the parties shall appear on May 28, 2003, beginning at 10:00 a.m. for oral arguments on the Motion to Update Attachment 17 of the Missouri 271 Interconnection Agreement. The oral arguments will be held in Room 310 of the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri.  The Governor Office Building meets accessibility standards required by the Americans With Disabilities Act. That this order shall become effective on April 28, 2003.
