ORDER ESTABLISHING CASE
On May 6, 2004, Kansas City Power & Light Company (KCP&L) filed its Application, Case No. EO-2004-0577, requesting that the Missouri Public Service Commission “open an investigatory docket, to provide notice and to establish a workshop process . . . to discuss, and hopefully gain consensus on, constructive regulatory responses to emerging issues that will affect the supply, delivery and pricing of the electric service provided by KCP&L.”  According to the Application, these emerging issues include the future need for additional generation capacity, the reduction of emissions from coal-fired plants, price stability, “demand-side management programs,” and new technologies.  In support of its Application, KCP&L states:

KCP&L is now prepared to continue with its strategic planning initiative.  Having experienced the benefits, in the strategic planning process, of an informal, inclusive and collaborative effort (as opposed to a formal, protracted, and possibly adversarial process), the Company believes that the workshop process utilized by the Commission in the past is well-suited to this situation.  The process of continuing these discussions in the context of informal Commission workshops will enable all stakeholders to identify and seek agreement on a regulatory plan that addresses these dynamic issues on a prospective basis for KCP&L.  That plan would then be presented to the Commission for its consideration and approval.  

On May 21, the Commission’s Staff responded in part to KCP&L’s Application.  Staff requested that the Commission provide notice of KCP&L’s request, set an intervention period, and schedule an early prehearing conference.  Staff also advised the Commission to redesignate this matter as an “EW” case.  The Commission issued its Order Directing Notice and Setting Intervention Deadline on May 25.  Since then, four entities have applied to intervene – or, in the terminology of non-contested “EW” cases – to participate.  

The Commission has considered KCP&L’s Application and will grant it.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED: 

1. That the Application to Establish Investigatory Docket and Workshop Process Regarding Kansas City Power & Light Company, filed by Kansas City Power & Light Company on May 6, 2004, is granted.  

2. That this informal, investigatory case is established for the purposes described in the Application to Establish Investigatory Docket and Workshop Process Regarding Kansas City Power & Light Company, filed by Kansas City Power & Light Company on May 6, 2004.  

3. That this order shall become effective on June 4, 2004.
