ORDER ESTABLISHING CASE AND

ADOPTING PROTECTIVE ORDER

On June 22, 2004, Missouri-American Water Company and the City of Jefferson jointly applied to the Commission to open a case within which to conduct a study of the sufficiency of Missouri-American’s fire suppression facilities in its Jefferson City District.  The parties agreed to cooperatively conduct this study as part of the settlement of Missouri-American’s most recent rate case, WR‑2003‑0500.  The Commission approved a Stipula​tion and Agreement filed in Case No. WR‑2003‑0500 that called for the performance of the instant study and set a date for its conclusion.

The parties now seek the establishment of a case and the adoption of a protective order because the joint study will necessarily implicate confidential financial and business information relating to Company, as well as details of the security arrangements in place at Company’s Jefferson City facilities.  The public disclosure of this information would be harmful both to Company and the public.  Consequently, the parties seek the establishment of a case and the adoption of a protective order to safeguard the confidentiality of this information.

The Commission will establish a case within which the joint study of Missouri‑American’s fire suppression facilities in Jefferson City shall be conducted.  The Commission will also adopt its standard protective order for this proceeding, modified to expressly extend to the details of the security arrangements in place at Company’s Jefferson City facilities.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Commission hereby establishes this case as a vehicle for the cooperative study of Missouri-American Water Company’s fire suppression facilities in its Jefferson City District pursuant to its orders issued in Case No. WR‑2003‑0500.

2. That the attached Protective Order, designated Attachment A, is adopted for this proceeding.  

3. That this order shall become effective on July 16, 2004.
