ORDER SETTING PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

The Commission issued its Report and Order in this case on July 13, 2000.  An appeal was taken and, on September 16, 2003, the Missouri Court of Appeals for the Western District reversed the Commission in part and remanded the case to the Commis​sion for reconsideration in the light of the court's opinion.
  Mandate issued on October 31 and the Circuit Court of Cole County, pursuant to the mandate, remanded the case to the Commission on December 1.

Pursuant to its order of January 15, 2004, the Commission convened a prehearing conference on February 11 in order to entertain suggestions from the parties as to the nature and timing of further proceedings in accordance with the remand.  The parties agreed that the existing record is sufficient and that an opportunity should be provided to file supplemental proposed findings of fact and conclusions of law and briefs.  Accordingly, the procedural schedule set out below is adopted.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That GS Technology Operating Company, Inc., doing business as GST Steel Company and Kansas City Power & Light Company shall file supplemental proposed findings of fact and conclusions of law no later than 4:00 p.m. on Friday, April 16, 2004.  The Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission and the Office of the Public Counsel may, but need not, file supplemental proposed findings of fact and conclusions of law no later than 4:00 p.m. on Friday, April 16, 2004.  Such supplemental proposed findings of fact and conclusions of law shall consist of succinct references to the places in the record where material facts may be found and citations of controlling law and other authority.

2. That the parties may file written initial briefs setting out arguments in support of their positions no later than 4:00 p.m. on Friday, April 16, 2004.  The parties may also file written reply briefs no later than 4:00 p.m. on Friday, May 21, 2004.

3. That this order shall become effective on March 2, 2004.
