ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On February 28, 2005, Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE filed a motion for clarification of the Commission’s Report and Order on Rehearing.  AmerenUE states that “it is unlikely that all necessary regulatory approvals could be obtained in time to complete the transfer by April 22, 2005.”  The Commission will direct AmerenUE to file a pleading clarifying what approvals are necessary, when it believes it will obtain those approvals, and what steps it has taken so far to obtain those approvals.

1. That, not later than March 9, 2005, Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE shall file a pleading clarifying what regulatory approvals are necessary for Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE to make the required change to the Joint Dispatch Agreement, when it believes it will obtain those approvals, and what steps it has taken so far to obtain those approvals. 
2. That this order shall become effective on March 8, 2005.
