ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On December 6, 2004, TelCove Operations, Inc., filed a petition for arbitration.  4 CSR 240-2.080(19) requires that every pleading be accompanied by a certificate of service.  TelCove’s petition does not appear to include a certificate of service.  If TelCove demonstrates good cause, the Commission may, pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.015, waive the rule requiring a certificate of service to be included with a pleading.

Furthermore, 47 U.S.C. Section 252 (b)(2)(B) requires that the petitioner "shall provide a copy of the petition and any documentation to the other party or parties not later than the day on which the State commission receives the petition."  There is no indication that the petition has been timely provided to Southwestern Bell Telephone Company, L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri.  TelCove must demonstrate that it provided, on or before December 6, 2004,  a copy of the petition and associated documents to SBC Missouri. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That, no later than December 22, 2004, TelCove Operations, Inc., shall file a request for waiver of 4 CSR 240-2.080(19).

2. That, no later than December 22, 2004, TelCove Operations, Inc., shall file proof that it provided a copy of the petition and associated documents to Southwestern Bell Telephone Company, L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri.

3. That this order shall become effective on December 14, 2004.
