KCPL has no pending action or final unsatisfied judgments or decisions against it from any state or federal agency or court, which involve customer service or rates, which has occurred within three (3) years of the date of this Application, except as identified on Exhibit 1 hereto.  No annual report or assessment fees are overdue.

On August 25, 2003, Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE filed its Application in the above-entitled matter.  The Commission, by Order dated September 7, 2003, set an intervention deadline in this proceeding of September 17, 2003.

In its application, AmerenUE seeks permission to transfer to AmerenCIPS, all of its Illinois electric utility service area assets.

As an electric public utility subject to the jurisdiction of this Commission and with assets and customers in both Missouri and Kansas, KCPL has an interest in this matter.  Accordingly, KCPL’s interest in this proceeding is different from that of the general public and may be affected by a final Commission Order in this matter.

Pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.075(2), KCPL states that it currently neither supports nor opposes AmerenUE’s application because KCPL does not know at this time, whether any of its interests would be adversely affected if AmerenUE’s application were granted as filed.  KCPL seeks to participate in this proceeding to review the Commission’s consideration of separating utility service area assets serving customers in another state.


WHEREFORE, for the above and foregoing reasons, KCPL respectfully requests permission to intervene in the above-entitled matter.
