ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On October 16, 2003, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed its Motion to Suspend directed at certain proposed sheets issued on September 30, 2003, by Southern Missouri Gas Company, L.P.  The proposed sheets, which will become effective on October 30, 2003, authorize a Supply Coordination and Delivery Service and include provisions relating to released capacity revenues and off-system sales.  Staff advises the Commission to suspend the proposed sheets in order to permit further investigation.  Staff suggests that the proposed new service is identical to one previously found by this Commission to violate Southern Missouri's tariffs in Case No. GR-2001-388.

Due to the short interval remaining before the effective date of the proposed sheets, the Commission on October 21 directed Southern Missouri to file its response to Staff's motion, if any, by Noon on October 22.  However, also on October 21, Southern Missouri by letter extended the effective date of the proposed sheets until November 30, 2003, and moved for an extension of time within which to respond to Staff's motion.  Southern Missouri states that it has conferred with the other parties to this case and that there are no objections to its motion.

The Commission will grant Southern Missouri's motion.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Motion for Extension of Time filed by Southern Missouri Gas Company, L.P., on October 21, 2003, is granted.

2. That Southern Missouri Gas Company, L.P., shall file its response, if any, to Staff's Motion to Suspend not later than 12:00 Noon on November 21, 2003.

3. That this Order shall become effective on October 22, 2003.
