ORDER DIRECTING FILING
On October 17, 2003, Missouri‑American Water Company filed its Application for Approval of Agreement and Tariffs, Motion for Expedited Treatment and Motion for Protective Order.  Missouri‑American seeks approval of certain proposed tariff sheets and an agreement between itself and Premium Pork, L.L.C.  The Commission's Staff filed its memorandum on October 27, stating that, while the agreement and proposed tariffs complied in most respects with the Company's St. Joseph area Economic Development Rider, certain additional information would be required in order to determine whether the agreement and proposed tariffs are fully compliant.  For this reason, Staff recommended that the Commission require Missouri‑American to supplement its applica​tion and support​ing exhibits.  

Missouri-American filed its response to Staff's memorandum on November 14.  That response, with the attached affidavit, is intended to supply the additional information that Staff indicated it needs.  The effective date of the proposed tariffs is November 25 and this matter, consequently, must be taken up by the Commission at its Agenda meeting on November 20.  For this reason, the Commission will direct its Staff to file a new memorandum and recommendation on an expedited basis. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file its supplementary memorandum and recommendation, regarding the approval of the agree​ment and proposed tariffs that are the subject of this matter and with consideration of the pleading filed by Missouri-American Water Company on November 14, 2003, no later than 12:00 Noon on Wednesday, November 19, 2003.  

2. That this order shall become effective on November 18, 2003.
