ORDER DIRECTING FILING

This matter has been pending since Staff filed its Complaint in October 1998.  Although the parties reached a settlement, which the Commission approved in July 1999, the case has nonetheless remained open because the settlement conditions have not yet occurred.  That settlement contemplated satisfaction of some $41,000 in unpaid Commis​sion assessments with funds realized from the sale of House Spring’s sister company, Imperial Utility Corporation.  Although the sale of Imperial evidently occurred long ago, the proceeds have yet to be distributed because of ongoing litigation.  

Rather than leave this case open for whatever additional interval the litigation referred to above may consume, the Commission desires to close it.  Therefore, Staff shall advise the Commission as directed below whether there is any reason that this case should not be closed.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Commission's Staff shall file, by 4:00 p.m. on Friday, August 20, 2004, a pleading stating whether or not this case may be closed and, if not, the reason.  

2. That this order shall become effective on August 13, 2004.
