ORDER DIRECTING FILING

 On July 15, 2002, Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE filed a motion to dismiss.  AmerenUE stated that, since it plans to rejoin the Midwest Independent System Operator, its request that is the subject of this case is moot.  The Staff of the Commission and the Office of the Public Counsel filed pleadings disagreeing with AmerenUE’s characterization of the issues as moot, and AmerenUE filed a response to those pleadings. On August 2, Staff filed a pleading in which it pointed out that AmerenUE has made statements in a filing at the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC) that may be inconsistent with its claims in filings at this Commission.  AmerenUE did not respond. AmerenUE will be directed to respond to Staff’s August 2 pleading and to reconcile the statements in its July 25 FERC filing with the statements in its filings with this Commission.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE shall file a response as discussed herein no later than September 10, 2002.

That this order shall become effective on September 5, 2002.
