ORDER CLOSING CASE

On May 13, 1999, in Case No. EO-98-413, the Commission issued an order approving Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE’s participation in the Midwest Independent System Operator (ISO).  On June 11, 2001, AmerenUE filed an application with the Commission (which initiated this case) requesting authority to withdraw from the Midwest ISO and to join the Alliance Regional Transmission Organization.  After testimony had been filed and an evidentiary hearing held, it became clear that actions at the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC) had the potential to change the landscape of this case.  And, in fact, in December 2001, the FERC denied the Alliance Regional Transmission Organization authority to be a stand-alone Regional Transmission Organization.  In July of 2002, AmerenUE, with several other companies, filed a number of agreements with the FERC indicating their intent to form the GridAmerica independent transmission company.  AmerenUE intends to rejoin the Midwest ISO-RTO through its participation in GridAmerica.

Because it no longer wanted to leave the Midwest ISO to join Alliance, on July 12, 2002, AmerenUE filed an application to dismiss this case.  AmerenUE stated that this case was intended to address AmerenUE’s withdrawal from the Midwest ISO and participation in the Alliance Regional Transmission Organization.  Most of the prefiled testimony and testimony at the evidentiary hearing dealt with comparing the Midwest ISO with the Alliance Regional Transmission Organization.  The option of joining the Alliance Regional Transmission Organization is no longer viable, and the comparison between it and the Midwest ISO is no longer relevant.

The Commission agrees that the question that this case was opened to address is moot, and will grant the application to dismiss.  However, in its motion to dismiss, AmerenUE implies that the Commission has already authorized it to participate in the Midwest ISO through GridAmerica.
  The Commission disagrees.  If AmerenUE wants to participate in the Midwest ISO on any basis other than that approved in Case No. EO-98-413, it must file an application with this Commission, supported by written testimony, requesting authority to do.  For example, if it wishes to rejoin the Midwest ISO through its

participation in GridAmerica, as it has stated, a new application is required.  Such application would initiate a new case. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the motion to dismiss filed by Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE on July 12, 2002, is granted.

That this order shall become effective on November 24, 2002.
