ORDER DENYING APPLICATION FOR REHEARING

AND/OR CLARIFICATION

On August 3, 2004, Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri filed an application for rehearing and/or clarification. Pursuant to Section 386.500, RSMo 2000, the Commission shall grant a rehearing if in its judgment there is sufficient reason to do so.  SBC Missouri has not provided sufficient reason for the Commission to grant a rehearing, and the Commission will deny the application for rehearing. Furthermore, the Commission’s July 27, 2004 order was sufficiently clear, and the Commission will deny the request for clarification.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED: 

1. That the application for rehearing and/or clarification filed by Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P. d/b/a SBC Missouri on August 3, 2004, is denied.
