ORDER CLOSING CASE
In the Second Report and Order issued on October 5, 2004, in Case Number IO-2001-1083, the Commission directed its staff to investigate the services provided by Universal Telecom, Inc., and Missouri State Discount Telephone (MSDT), and to file a recommendation as to whether the certificates of those companies should be canceled. 


On November 10, 2004, Staff filed its recommendation.  Staff recommended that the two companies’ certificates should remain as they have been, or that they should be modified to “local exchange certificates.”  Staff specifically stated that the certificates should not be canceled.

On January 11, 2005, Universal and MSDT responded to the Staff recommendation. Both companies ask that their certificates not be canceled or modified.  The Commission will not single out these two companies for action.  The Commission shall consider an investigation into the services provided by prepaid providers, or a rulemaking.  No further action will take place in this case, and it will be closed.
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That this case is closed.

2. That all motions not previously ruled upon are denied.

3. That this order shall become effective on February 22, 2005.
