2. KCPL holds Certificates of Convenience and Necessity from the Commission to transact business as an electric public utility in certain areas of the State of Missouri and is principally engaged in the generation, transmission, distribution and sale of electric power and energy.

KCPL has heretofore filed with this Commission a certified copy of the Articles of Consolidation under which it was organized and of all amendments thereto.


5.
KCPL has no pending action or final unsatisfied judgments or decisions against it from any state or federal agency or court, which involve customer service or rates, which has occurred within three (3) years of the date of this Application, except as identified on Exhibit 1 hereto.  No annual report or assessment fees are overdue.

On June 20, 2003, Aquila, Inc. d/b/a Aquila Networks – MPS and Aquila Networks – L&P filed an application to join the Midwest Independent Transmission System Operator, Inc. (MISO).  The Commission, by Order dated June 30, 2003, set an intervention deadline in this proceeding of July 14, 2003.

In consideration of Orders issued by and Rule Making proceedings pending at the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission, KCPL intends to join a Regional Transmission Organization (RTO).  However, given the termination of the merger between the Southwest Power Pool (SPP) and MISO, KCPL is continuing to review the options available to it with regard to RTO membership.

As an electric public utility subject to the jurisdiction of this Commission and the jurisdiction of the FERC, KCPL has an interest in this matter.  Accordingly, KCPL’s interest in this proceeding is different from that of the general public and may be affected by a final Commission Order in this matter.

KCPL requests leave to intervene in the above-entitled matter out of time.  KCPL only recently became aware of Aquila’s application and the deadline set by the Commission for intervention.  KCPL’s participation will not hinder or delay these proceedings.

Pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.075(2), KCPL states that it currently neither supports nor opposes Aquila’s application because KCPL does not know at this time, whether any of its interests would be adversely affected if Aquila’s application were granted as filed.


WHEREFORE, for the above and foregoing reasons, KCPL respectfully requests permission to intervene in the above-entitled matter.
