ORDER GRANTING CONTINUANCE 

On September 30, 2003, Aquila, Inc. d/b/a Aquila Networks – MPS and Aquila Networks – L&P filed a Motion for Continuance.  Aquila states that its application to participate in the Midwest Independent System Operator (MISO) is necessarily tied to the application of AmerenUE to participate in the MISO. AmerenUE’s application is pending before the Commission in Case. No EO-2003-0271, and the parties in that case have been granted a continuance while they pursue settlement discussions. Aquila also notes that there currently is activity at the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission that may affect how this case proceeds. 

Aquila requests that the Commission grant a continuance and direct the parties to file a status report in a month.  Aquila stated that some of the parties, but not all of them, had no objection to the request for a continuance. The Commission has allowed the parties 10 days to respond to the motion pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.080(15), and no party did so. The motion is reasonable and the Commission will grant it.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Motion for Continuance filed Aquila, Inc. d/b/a Aquila Networks – MPS and Aquila Networks – L&P on September 30, 2003, is granted. 
2. That the parties shall file a status report on October 30, 2003.
3. That this order shall become effective on October 14, 2003.
