ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE AND GRANTING WAIVER

On November 29, 2004, St. John’s Regional Medical Center filed an application requesting that the Commission cancel its certificate to provide shared tenant services, and to waive the requirement that it provide a statement of revenue and an annual report for 2004.  St. John’s states that it no longer provides STS, and has no intention of doing so in the future.  With respect to its request that the Commission waive the statement of revenue and annual report, St. John’s states:

Because St. John’s operates on a non-profit basis with negligible reportable revenues and Commission assessment fees, and has had only one private physician office utilizing its telecommunications system for a portion of year 2004 and that office no longer is on the system, St. John’s requests that in addition to canceling St. John’s certificate, the Commission in its Order also waive any annual report/statement of revenue requirements which might otherwise be imposed on St. John’s for year 2004. 


On December 23, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed a pleading in which it recommended that the Commission cancel St. John’s certificate of service authority and grant the requested waiver.  Staff also suggests that the waiver, which St. John’s requested for 2004, also apply to fiscal year 2005.


The Commission is given the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation’s certificate by Section 392.410 which provides that “[a]ny certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.” The Commission will also, given the de minimis revenues St. John’s would be reporting, waive the requirement that St. John’s file statements of revenue and annual reports for fiscal years 2004 and 2005.


The statute’s requirement for a hearing is met when the opportunity for hearing has been provided and no proper party has requested the opportunity to present evidence.  Therefore, the Commission may grant the relief requested based on the application and Staff’s recommendation, and will cancel St. John’s certificate of service authority and grant the requested waiver.


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:


1.
That St. John’s Regional Medical Center’s certificate of service authority to provide shared tenant services is canceled.


2.
That the requirement that St. John’s Medical Center file statements of revenue and annual reports for fiscal years 2004 and 2005 is waived. 


3.
That this order shall become effective on January 4, 2005.


4.
That this case may be closed on January 5, 2005.
