On May 15, 2002, The Empire District Electric Company (Empire) of Joplin, Missouri, filed with the Commission one (1) tariff sheet (Rider CIEC) with a proposed effective date of June 14, 2002; however, expedited treatment is requested.  This filing is in accordance with the terms of the Unanimous Stipulation And Agreement Regarding “Error” In Case No. ER-2001-299 And An Immediate Reduction Of The Interim Energy Charge (Agreement), which was filed with the Commission on May 14, 2002 and docketed as Case No. ER-2002-1074.  On May 16, 2002, the parties filed a Motion For Expedited Treatment requesting that the Commission give the Agreement and related tariff filing expedited treatment and issue its order approving the Agreement and tariff filing at the earliest possible date.

Paragraph 5 of the Agreement states that Rider CIEC is designed to reduce the amount collected by the Interim Energy Charge by approximately $7 million annually.

The Missouri Public Service Commission Energy - Tariff / Rate Design Staff (Staff) has reviewed the filed tariff sheet, and is of the opinion that it is in substantial conformance with the illustrative tariff sheet shown in Appendix A of the Agreement.  Staff therefore recommends that in its order approving the Agreement, the Commission order the following proposed tariff sheet to become effective on the effective date of its order:
