PROCEDURAL RECOMMENDATIONS 


COME NOW Laclede Gas Company (“Laclede” or “Company”), the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Staff”) the Office of the Public Counsel (“Public Counsel”) and Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE  and for their response to the Commission’s May 4, 2004 Order in this case, as modified, respectfully submit the following procedural recommendations.  In support thereof, the undersigned parties state as follows.  

1. On May 4, 2004, the Commission issued its Order Setting Hearing and Prehearing Conference (the “May 4th Order”) in the above captioned-case in which it determined that it was necessary to reopen this matter “to take further evidence on the issue of depreciation and net salvage treatment.”  The Commission accordingly scheduled a prehearing conference to discuss the procedure and further schedule for submitting additional evidence.

As a result of their discussions at, and subsequent to, the prehearing conference, the undersigned parties propose the following procedural schedule for the Commission’s consideration:

3. In the event the Commission is inclined to adopt this proposed procedural schedule, Laclede requests that the Commission hold the Company’s May 14, 2004 Motion for Reconsideration, Application for Rehearing and Alternative Recommendation that Generic Proceeding be Established in abeyance pending the timely completion of this proceeding.     

4. These parties agree that objections to Data Requests must be made within five days of delivery, and that the parties will make best efforts to provide responses to Data Requests within ten days after delivery.

WHEREFORE, for the foregoing reasons, the undersigned parties respectively request that the Commission adopt the foregoing procedural schedule.
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
