RESPONSE TO ORDER DIRECTING FILING

COMES NOW Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE (“Company” or “AmerenUE”), with the concurrence of all of the parties to this case and in accordance with the Commission’s April 13, 2005 Order Directing Filing, and hereby files this Response to the Order Directing Filing.  

1.
The Order Directing Filing instructs the parties to file, by April 27, 2005, their written reports with respect to whether this case may be closed.


2.
The Commission’s March 10, 2005 Order Approving Stipulation and Agreement directed the Company to complete two actions on or before June 1, 2005.  First, the Company was directed to “file proposed tariff sheets to implement the Large Transmission Service (LTS) Tariff described in the Stipulation and Agreement filed on February 24, 2005, and illustrated by an attachment to that Stipulation and Agreement.”  Second, the Company was directed to supply “documentation demonstrating that it has sufficient capacity to serve its native load, including Noranda Aluminum, Inc., and to maintain at least a 15 percent reserve at all times.”  


3.
The documentation the Company intends to file to demonstrate that it has the required capacity will consist of the results of the Summer 2005 MAIN audit which the Company expects to occur on or about May 10, 2005.  The Company would expect to be able to file the results of the MAIN audit shortly after May 10 and before June 1, 2005.  After providing Staff with an opportunity to review them in advance, the Company just recently (on April 25, 2005) filed the tariff sheets and expects Staff to file a recommendation in the near future that recommends to the Commission that the tariff sheets be approved.

Consequently, to the extent the Commission desires that this case remain “open” to receive the above-referenced filing related to the Company’s capacity position and the above-referenced recommendation from the Staff, the Company suggests that it do so and that it then “close” this case after those filings are made.

The Company has consulted with counsel for all parties to this case and has provided counsel with an advance copy of this Response.  All parties concur in this Response.
