ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF TIME TO FILE RECOMMENDATION
On November 4, 2003, Allegiance Telecom of Missouri, Inc. filed an application asking the Commission to grant it a waiver of the minimum telephone number utilization requirements for growth codes established by rules of the Federal Communications Commission.  In an order issued on November 13, the Commission directed its Staff to file a recommendation regarding Allegiance’s application by December 1.  On November 26, Staff filed a motion indicating that Staff needs to obtain additional information from Allegiance before it can prepare a recommendation.  Staff states that Allegiance is willing to provide the requested information but cannot do so before December 1.  Therefore, Staff requests that it be allowed until December 11 to file its recommendation.  

The Commission has reviewed Staff’s motion for extension of time and concludes that it should be granted.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1.
That the Staff of the Commission’s Motion for Extension of Time to File Recommendation is granted.

2. That the Staff of the Commission shall file a recommendation regarding Allegiance Telecom of Missouri’s Application no later than December 11, 2003.

3. That this order shall become effective on November 26, 2003.
