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Amended Motion For  Extension of Time to File a List Of Issues, List of Witnesses And Order/Cross of Witnesses
COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff), by and through Counsel, and for its Amended Motion for an Extension of Time to File a List of Issues, List of Witnesses/Cross of Witnesses, states as follows:

1.
By an Order effective December 22, 2004, the Commission directed, inter alia, that the parties file an agreed list of issues, list of witnesses, and an order of witness cross- examination by January 6, 2005. On January 6th, 2005, the Staff filed a motion seeking an extension of time to file a list of issues, list and order of witnesses, and order of cross-examination.  The previous motion contained a grammatical error in paragraph 1 and contradictory language in paragraph 3.  Thus, the Staff is filing this amended motion and requests that it be used as the appropriate pleading.  The Staff apologizes for any inconvenience these errors may have caused.

2.       The Staff respectfully advises the Commission that the parties are unable to reach 

an agreement as to the appropriate issues in this case.  As a result, the Staff requests that each party be allowed to file its own list of issues by January 7, 2005.   


3.
In addition, the Staff requests that the parties be allowed until January 14, 2005, to file a list of witnesses, order of witnesses, and order of cross-examination of witnesses.  This is based upon the rationale that after the pre-hearing conference scheduled on January 13, 2005, the issues for litigation may be changed, and the need for certain witnesses may correspondingly be altered.  Additionally, after the pre-hearing conference, an agreed upon list of issues may be forthcoming.

4 CSR 240-2.050(3)(A) provides the Commission with discretionary authority to extend or enlarge the time of compliance with Commission Orders.
  4 CSR 240-2.080 (20) provides that any pleading may be amended within 10 days of filing, unless a responsive pleading has already been filed, or at any time by leave of the Commission.

WHEREFORE, the Staff requests that the Commission issue an Order allowing the amended pleading as the appropriate pleading, allowing each party until January 7, 2005, to file its list of issues, and, allowing the parties until January 14, 2005, to file an agreed list and order of witnesses, and order of cross-examination of witnesses.
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
