ORDER DIRECTING FILING


This order directs the applicant to submit a new application, clearly stating what type of business entity she will operate her payphone business under.


Janet Coats filed an application on June 9, 2003, with the Missouri Public Service Commission under Section 392.440, RSMo 2000, for a certificate of service authority to provide private pay telephone service in Missouri, via customer‑owned coin telephone equipment.  


Under the “APPLICANT IS” section, the application had two choices selected:  (1) “individual doing business under own name” and (2) “individual doing business under fictitious name.”  An applicant may choose only one of these options.  


For example, if the applicant desires to do business under a fictitious name, then a copy of the registration of the fictitious name with the Secretary of State must be attached to the application.  This requirement is plainly stated on the application.  There was no copy of a registration of a fictitious name attached to the application.  The Commission notes, however, that in the acknowledgement of the application, Coats refers to herself as the “owner of Fast Communications.”


Thus, the Commission will order that the applicant file another application, clearly spelling out her intentions.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Janet Coats must file with the Missouri Public Service Commission no later than June 25, 2003, a new application for a certificate of service authority to provide private pay telephone service in the state of Missouri.  In the new application, under the “APPLICANT IS” section of the application, Coats must make only one selection and must fully comply with all the requirements, if any, of the selection she chooses.

2. In order to allow the Missouri Public Service Commission to properly track the new application, Janet Coats must clearly print on the new application the case number, i.e., Case No. PA-2003-0546.

3. That this order will become effective on June 22, 2003.
