ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE OF SERVICE AUTHORITY

On April 4, 2003, John McMillen filed a Statement of Revenue with the Missouri Public Service Commission, on which he reported no income from private pay telephone operations.  Additionally, Mr. McMillen indicated that he no longer has active telephones.

On April 9, 2003, the Commission issued an Order directing that Mr. McMillen file a statement no later than April 30, 2003, with the Commission, indicating whether or not he wished to retain his certificate of service authority.  Mr. McMillen has yet to comply to with the Commission’s Order.

John McMillen was granted a certificate of service authority to provide private pay telephone service in Case No. TA-2001-262 on November 29, 2000.  Section 392.410(5) RSMo 2000, states: “Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected . . . .”  Because Mr. McMillen has failed to respond to the Commission’s Order, the Commission will, on its own motion, cancel the certificate of service authority granted to Mr. McMillen in Case No. TA-2001-262.

The Commission advises Mr. McMillen that if he does not wish that his certificate of service authority be cancelled he must notify the Commission in writing.  Mr. McMillen is further advised that such writing must be received by the Commission within ten days from the date of this order.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of service authority granted to John McMillen, in Case No. TA-2001-262 on November 29, 2000, is canceled.

2. That if John McMillen does not wish his certificate of service authority to provide pay telephone service to be canceled, he must advise the Commission by filing a writing in this case not more than ten days from the date of this order.

3. That this order shall become effective on June 15, 2003.

4. That this case may be closed on June 16, 2003.
