ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE 

OF SERVICE AUTHORITY

On July 14, 2003, the Commission received a letter from John L. Long stating that as of May 1, 2003, Mr. Long no longer owns any payphones.  The Commission issued an order directing Mr. Long to clarify, no later than October 16, 2003, whether his letter was intended to constitute a request that the Commission cancel his certificate of service authority to provide private pay telephone service in the state of Missouri.   Mr. Long did not respond.  The Commission issued a Second Order Directing Filing, instructing Mr. Long to clarify the intent of his letter no later than December 1, 2003.  That order also noted that if Mr. Long did not respond, the Commission would cancel his certificate.  Mr. Long failed to file a response.

In Case No. TA‑93‑300, the Commission issued an order granting a certificate of service authority to provide private pay telephone service in Missouri to John Long.  The Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation’s certificate under Section 392.410, RSMo Supp. 2004.  The Commission finds that the certificate of service authority granted to John L. Long should be canceled.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of service authority granted to John Long in Case No. TA‑93‑300 is canceled.

2. That this order shall become effective on February 9, 2004.
3. That this case may be closed on February 10, 2004.
