ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE AND TARIFF

On April 3, 2003, the Staff of the Commission requested that the Commission cancel the certificate of service authority of Bilmar Systems, Inc.  The Commission granted Bilmar a certificate of service authority to provide private pay telephone services in Case No. TA‑2001‑487 on April 10, 2001.  

Staff stated that Bilmar is no longer entitled to have a certificate of service authority because Bilmar’s owner filed a Statement of Revenue stating Bilmar was no longer in business.  

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) gives a party 10 days to respond to any pleading unless otherwise ordered by the Commission.  Bilmar failed to reply to Staff’s motion.

Section 392.410, RSMo 2000, gives the Commission authority over the granting of certificates of service authority to provide telecommunications services.  The Commission has reviewed Staff’s pleadings and finds that it should cancel the private pay telephone certificate of service authority granted to Bilmar in Case No. TA-2001-487.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the private pay telephone certificate of service authority granted to Bilmar Systems, Inc., in Case No. TA-2001-487 is canceled.

2. That this order shall become effective on April 26, 2003.

3. That this case may be closed on April 27, 2003.
