ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE OF SERVICE AUTHORITY

On June 30, 2003, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a motion asking the Commission to cancel the certificate of service authority of Randy Cartwright, d/b/a Cartwright Communications.  Staff notes that the Commission granted a certificate of service authority to provide private pay telephone service to Randy Cartwright, d/b/a Cartwright Communications, in Case No. TA‑99‑472.  Staff states that on June 26, 2003, Mr. Randy Cartwright, owner of Cartwright Communications, filed a statement of revenue that contained the handwritten request, “Cancel Certificate Thank You.”  Staff notes that Cartwright owes no assessments and has no other pending matters before the Commission.

On July 10, 2003, the Commission issued an order directing Staff to file a copy of the statement of revenue, including the request that the certificate be canceled.  Staff complied on July 11, 2003.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) states that parties are allowed not more than ten days from the date of filing in which to respond to any pleading, unless otherwise ordered by the Commission.  More than ten days have passed since Staff filed its motion and Cartwright has not filed any response.

The Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation’s certificate under Section 392.410, RSMo Supp. 2002.  The Commission finds that the certificate of service authority granted to Randy Cartwright should be canceled.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of service authority granted to Randy Cartwright, d/b/a Cartwright Communications, in Case No. TA-99-472, is canceled.

2. That this order shall become effective on July 28, 2003.
3. That this case may be closed on July 29, 2003.
