ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE OF SERVICE AUTHORITY

On October 29, 2003, the Missouri Public Service Commission sent a letter to M.L. Phones requesting that the Company remit its overdue assessment of $2.96.  The letter was returned to the Commission and filed in this case on November 26, 2003.  On the bottom of the letter a note is written, stating:  “M.L. phones is no longer in operation.  Out of business.”  

On December 8, 2003, the Commission issued an order directing that M.L. Phones file a statement with the Commission indicating whether the Company wants the Commis​sion to cancel its certificate of service authority.  In its order the Commission informed the Company that the Commission would cancel the Company’s certificate if the Company did not respond to the Commission’s order.  The Company has not responded to the Commis​sion’s order and the Commission will therefore cancel the Company’s certificate of service authority. 

Section 392.410, RSMo 2000, provides that “[a]ny certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.”  After considering the note written on the bottom of the returned letter and the Company’s failure to respond to the Commission’s order, the Commission will cancel the certificate of service authority granted to M.L. Phones.  The Commission takes official notice of its record and recognizes that M.L. Phones was granted a certificate of service authority to provide pay telephone service on January 2, 2002, in Case No. TA-2002-271.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of service authority to provide pay telephone service granted to M.L. Phones, in Case No. TA-2002-271, is canceled.

2. That this order shall become effective on January 24, 2004.

3. That this case may be closed on January 25, 2004.
