ORDER DISMISSING CASE

On July 8, 2002, Star Communications, L.L.C. applied for a certificate of service authority to provide private pay telephone service in the state of Missouri.  Star Communications claims to be a Missouri corporation.  Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.060(1)(B) requires that applications from Missouri corporations shall include a Certificate of Good Standing from the Missouri Secretary of State.  Star’s application fails to include that certificate.

On July 11, 2002, the Commission gave Star Communications a Notice of Deficiency, telling Star Communications that the Commission would not rule upon the application until Star Communications corrected the deficiency.  Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.116(2) states that the Commission may dismiss a case if it has remained inactive for 90 days and if no party has requested a continuance.  Star Communications has not prosecuted this case for approximately six months, and has not asked for continuance.  The Commission will dismiss the case.   

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:  

1. That this case shall be dismissed for failure to prosecute.

2. That this order shall become effective on February 7, 2003.

3. That this case may be closed on February 8, 2003.
