PROPOSED PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE


Come now Complainant and Respondent, by and through counsel, and submit the following Proposed Procedural Schedule as ordered by the Commission:


1.
On July 18, 2004 the Commission filed an Order Rejecting Stipulated Agreement and Setting Prehearing Conference wherein it was directed that the parties file a proposed procedural schedule no later than July 27, 2004.


2.
On July 20, 2004, the Commission rescheduled the pre-hearing conference at the request of Respondent.  In the same Order the Commission extended the filing deadline for proposed procedural schedule to August 3, 2004.


3.
On July 27, 2004 the parties appeared at a pre-hearing conference.


4.
At the pre-hearing conference Judge Dippell noted that the parties could submit a new Stipulated Agreement in lieu of a proposed procedural schedule.  


5.
While the parties have been working diligently to complete a Stipulated Agreement for submission to the Commission, a finalized Stipulated Agreement is not ready for submission at this time.


6.
On August 3, 2004 Staff, on behalf of all parties, filed a Motion for Extension of Time to File a Procedural Schedule to August 6, 2004.


7.
The parties jointly submit the following proposed procedural schedule to the Commission for approval:

A. Respondent’s Answer to be filed within fourteen (14) days of this filing.

B. Discovery shall be completed by the parties at least one (1) week prior to the hearing before the Commission, being no later than September 24, 2004.

C. A pre-hearing conference is requested by the parties with both parties available on September 22, 2004 and September 24, 2004.

D. A proposed hearing date of October 1, 2004 at 10:00 a.m.  The parties believe one (1) day is sufficient to present live testimony and evidence to the Commission.

WHEREFORE, the parties jointly submit the enclosed proposed procedural schedule and pray that the Commission accept this Proposed Procedural Schedule as set forth herein.
