ORDER APPROVING TARIFF

IN COMPLIANCE WITH COMMISSION ORDER

On October 22, 2002, the Missouri Public Service Commission issued its Order Approving Stipulation and Agreement, approving the parties’ settlement of the Northeast Missouri Rural Telephone Company and Modern Telecommunications Company merger case.  By that order, the Commis​sion directed the Applicants to comply with the parties’ settlement, authorized the Applicants to effect the proposed merger under the conditions contained in the parties’ agreement, and further directed the Applicants to file appropriate revised tariff sheets to reflect the merger not later than the 30th day prior to the closing date.

The Applicants originally filed their proposed compliance tariff on June 10, 2002, and filed substitute sheets on October 28.  On December 19, the Commission’s Staff filed its Memorandum and Recommendation advising the Commission that the Applicants’ proposed tariff sheets are in compliance with the Commission’s Order of October 22 and should be approved.  Staff further advised the Commission that the tariffs of Modern Telecommunications Company, which will not survive the merger, should be canceled as of the effective date of the merger.

The Commission has reviewed the proposed tariff sheets and Staff’s Memorandum and Recommendation.  The Commission concludes that the proposed sheets comply with the Commission’s Order of October 22 and should be approved for service rendered on and after January 1, 2003.  However, the Commission finds that there is no need to cancel the tariffs of Modern Telecommunications Company.  In the Joint Application, Modern stated that it would withdraw its tariffs, effective January 1, 2003, if the Commission approved the proposed merger.  The Commission has approved the merger.  No further action by Modern is necessary;  the Commission will simply acknowledge the withdrawal made by Modern in the Joint Application.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED: 

1. That the proposed local exchange telecommunications service tariff sheets (File No. 200201052) filed on June 10, 2002, and revised on October 28, 2002, by Northeast Missouri Telephone Company for the purpose of effectuating its merger with Modern Telecommunications Company, are hereby approved for service rendered on and after January 1, 2003. 2. That the Commission acknowledges the withdrawal of its local exchange telecommunications service tariff by Modern Telecommunications Company, effective January 1, 2003.  The specific tariff withdrawn is:
