motion to open case and cancel certificates of service

authority and accompanying tariff

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and for its Motion to Open Case and Cancel Certificates of Service Authority and Accompanying Tariff, respectfully states as follows:

1. On May 4, 2000, the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) granted a certificate of service authority to provide intrastate interexchange telecommunications services to Advanced TelCom Group, Inc. (ATGI) in Case No. TA-2000-606.  In the same case, the Commission approved ATGI’s tariff, P.S.C. MO Tariff No. 1 that became effective on May 12, 2000.

2. On October 3, 2000, the Commission issued an order in Case No. TO-2001-132 recognizing a corporate change in name from Advanced TelCom Group, Inc. (ATGI) to Advanced TelCom, Inc. (ATI).    

3. On October 5, 2000, the Commission granted a certificate of service authority to provide basic local telecommunications services and local exchange telecommunications services to ATGI in Case No. TA-2000-607.  No tariffs were submitted.

4. Two letters addressed to the Commission by Mr. Lon Blake, Director of Regulatory for Advanced TelCom Group, Inc., attached hereto as Exhibits A (for TA-2000-607-CLEC) and Exhibit B (forTA-2000-606-IXC), request the cancellation of certificates of service authority and accompanying tariff.  In both letters, Mr. Blake stated that Advanced TelCom, Inc, filed voluntary petitions for reorganization under Chapter 11 on May 2, 2002 and that “When the process of the transfer of those assets is completed…expected to occur approximately October 15, 2002…Advanced TelCom, Inc. will no longer provide telecommunications services”.  A phone call confirming this cancellation request was made by counsel for Staff to Mr. Craig Stuppi, counsel for debtor ATGI, of Sheppard Mullin Richter & Hampton, San Francisco, CA.

5. ATGI / ATI has no current customers in the state of Missouri.  Staff confirms that for fiscal years 2002 and 2003, ATGI / ATI reported no amount due and owing.  ATI submitted annual reports for ATGI in 2000 and 2001. 

6. The Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation certificate pursuant to Section 392.410.5 RSMo 2000, which provides:

             Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the

             commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application

             of the person or company affected.

The Commission need not hold a hearing, if, after proper notice and opportunity to intervene, no party requests such a hearing.  State ex rel. Rex Deffenderfer Enterprises, Inc. v. Public Service Commission, 776 S.W.2d 494 (Mo. App. 1989).


WHEREFORE, the Staff recommends the Commission cancel the certificates of service authority to provide basic local telecommunications services, local telecommunications services, and intrastate interexchange telecommunications services, and tariff, P.S.C. MO Tariff No. 1, of Advanced TelCom Group, Inc. 
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
