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Motion for Finding of Necessity for Rulemaking

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission, by and through its Office of General Counsel, pursuant to section 536.016 RSMo. (2000), and for its Motion for Finding of Necessity for Rulemaking states as follows:

Section 536.016 RSMo. (2000) provides that a state agency shall propose rules based upon “a finding by the agency that the rule is necessary to carry out the purposes of the statute that granted such rulemaking authority.”

Pursuant to statutory and public interest requirements, Staff recommends the Commission change certain existing rules to require applicants to file further information and statements when seeking Commission action.

Attached as Exhibit A is the Staff’s notarized affidavit concerning the necessity for this rulemaking.

The Commission’s authority to promulgate the rule changes in 4 CSR 240-2.060 (listing filing requirements for “Applications” to the Commission) stems from Section 386.410 RSMo. (2000).

The Commission’s authority to promulgate the rule changes in 4 CSR 240-3.020 (“Filing Requirements Regarding Utility Company Name Changes”) stems from Section 386.250.

5.
The Commission’s authority to promulgate the rule changes in 4 CSR 240-3.510 (“Filing Requirements for Telecommunications Company Applications for Certificates of Service Authority to Provide Telecommunications Services, Whether Interexchange, Local Exchange or Basic Local Exchange”) stems from Sections 386.250, 392.450, 392.451, and 392.455.

The Commission’s authority to promulgate the rule changes in 4 CSR 240-3.520 (“Filing Requirements for Telecommunications Company Applications for Authority to Sell, Assign, Lease or Transfer Assets”) stems from Sections 386.250.

7.
The Commission’s authority to promulgate the rule changes in 4 CSR 240-3.525 (“Filing Requirements for Telecommunications Company Applications for Authority to Merge or Consolidate”) stems from Sections 386.250. 

WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully requests that the Commission find that the proposed rulemaking is necessary.
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
