My name is Mark Carver.  My business address is WorldCom Credit Department, 20855 Stone Oak Parkway, San Antonio, TX 78258.  I am employed by WorldCom, Inc. n/k/a MCI as a Staff Specialist IV. WHAT IS THE PURPOSE OF YOUR TESTIMONY?

A.
The purpose of my testimony is to report the results of an audit I performed regarding the account of Tri-Lakes Net with MCIWC.  Chris Dooley discusses my audit in his rebuttal testimony. 

Q.
DO YOU HAVE CONFIDENCE THAT TRI-LAKES OWES MCIWC AT LEAST THE AMOUNTS SET FORTH IN MCIWC'S BILLINGS?
A. 
Yes.  Earlier this year, I conducted a comprehensive audit of MCIWC's billings to Tri-Lakes for account 8770125844, comparing the billings to the applicable charges under the contracts, tariffs and pricing guide, from inception of the account in December 2000 through the December 2002 invoice. While the billings contain numerous errors, I found that after correcting all the errors, MCIWC under billed Tri-Lakes by $85,905.33 over that period of time. I understand we provided Staff and Tri-Lakes with complete copies of the results of my audit. Conducting such an audit was a routine part of my work for MCI and I am confident my work is accurate.  

A true and accurate copy of a summary of my audit is attached hereto as Schedule 1. The first column of the Schedule identifies the circuit, the second column identifies what MCIWC actually billed Tri-Lakes, the third column identifies what MCIWC should have billed Tri-Lakes, and the fourth column shows the difference between what MCIWC billed and what it should have billed.  The figures at the bottom of the columns show the total billings, the total amount that should have been billed, and the total under-billing of $85,905.33 that occurred for the period through the December 2002 invoice.
