COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff), by and through Counsel, and for its Recommendation for Approval of Application (Recommendation), states the following to the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission).

1.
On March 16, 2004, Central Rivers Wastewater Utility, Inc. (Company) filed an Application with the Commission, requesting that it be issued a Certificate of Convenience and Necessity (Certificate) to provide sewer service to the public in an unincorporated area in Clay County, Missouri known as the Private Gardens subdivision.

2.
Section 393.170(3), RSMo 2000, provides, among other things, that the Commission may issue a Certificate if it is "necessary or convenient for the public service."  See also In the Matter of Tartan Energy Company, et al., 3 Mo. PSC 3d 173, 177 (1994), wherein the Commission set forth five criteria that should be met before a Certificate is issued.

The Staff believes that the Company has met the requirements set forth in 
Section 393.170 (3), as well as the criteria established by the Commission in the Tartan Energy case.  As a result, the Staff believes the Commission should approve the Company's Application and issue the requested Certificate.

The Staff's specific recommendations to the Commission regarding approval of the Company's Application and the issuance of the requested certificate are found on Page 6 of the Staff Memorandum that is attached hereto and identified as Appendix A.

WHEREFORE, the Staff submits this Recommendation for the Commission's consideration and respectfully requests that the Commission issue an order consistent with the Staff recommendations contained in the attached Staff Memorandum.
