ORDER TO CORRECT DEFICIENCIES IN APPLICATION

On March 16, 2004, Central Rivers Wastewater Utility, Inc. filed an application for a certificate of convenience and necessity to provide sewer service to the public in a portion of Clay County, Missouri.  Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.060(K) requires that any application to the Commission include the following:

A statement indicating whether the applicant has any pending action or final unsatisfied judgments or decisions against it from any state or federal agency or court which involve customer service or rates, which action, judgment or decision has occurred within three (3) years of the date of the application.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.060(L) requires that any application to the Commission must include the following:  “A statement that no annual report or assessment fees are overdue.”  Central Rivers’ application does not include the statements required by 4 CSR 240-2.060(K) and (L), and it must correct those deficiencies.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. 
That Central Rivers Wastewater Utility, Inc. shall correct the cited deficiencies in its Application by filing an appropriate pleading no later than April 8, 2004.

That this order shall become effective on March 19, 2004.
